The guidelines for making items:

The materials are meant to be attractive withoutgdistracting, expensive or valuable. No one
looking at your materials should feel he/she “cottldhake that”.

All the objects other than the pieces that regleingth—as in the lattice pieces and the Life Lines
sticks—should fit in the palm of an adult’s hand.

There should be some intrigue in how some of theenads are arranged—Ilike the mirror wrapped in
a cloth but this should not be “over done” so asd¢ocome the focus of the child.

A Note to the Photo of
Fr. George Zabelka, Fr. Charles McCarthy and Go#hkim

This photo of Fr. George Zabelka, Emmanuel Charle§icCarthy and Dr. Gordon Zahn was taken on
August 9, 1986 at the close of that year’s Forty QaFast for the Truth of Gospel Nonviolence in
Waterville, Maine. Henry Gosselin, the most decorad of all Catholic newspaper people in his day
(60’s, 70’s and 80’s), who was the editor of the @inch World--the Catholic paper for the State of
Maine--had printed an article on Gospel Nonviolenceach of the six weeks of the Fast, announcing its
conclusion at a church in Waterville on August 9.There was a large group present that day. Fr.
George concelebrated the closing Mass with Fr. McCthy. Charlie delivered the homily on the theme
"The Works of War or The Works of Mercy," which is available in his book, AUGUST Q Fr. George
also planted a “Peace Tree” in the Waterville ParkGordon was in attendance throughout and had
previously contributed an article to the Church Word on Franz Jagerstatter, who was martyred on
August 9, 1943. Carol Mitchel from Maine, who had prticipated in several of Charlie’s workshops, did
all the arranging for the event. The Church World arried the photo and a story on the event the next
week.
